After pointing out how true it was
that land agents, trustee companies,
and other such nefarious people had
robbed the profession of much of its
business, he went on to add that there
was still some work left that lawyers
could do. This was very heartening,
in view of the stress that has recently
been laid on the overcrowding of the
profession and the lack of work. To
succeed, however, the young lawyer
must be prepared to approach his
work earnestly, to read all the law
reports (this was not heartening), and
to conduct all his business according
to the hest professional ethics. The
standard required is high, but there is
still hope-for law students.

REV, ALLEN’S ADDRESS.

The P. and T.R.C. licard both sides
of the Tndian situation from the Rev.
J. H. Allen  last Wednesday night.
Some of what he had to tell we got
in the “Advertiser,” but some we do
not get there.

Nehru.

As Mr. Allen could not get to the
meeting until 8.30 the Club heard read
first, by way of introduction, the pre-
sidential address of Jawaharlal Nehruy,
leader of the Indian National Con-
vress. Mr, Allen described Ncehru as
possessed  of definite idecas and a
Leninist revolutionary ideal in con-
trast to the religious and contempla-
tive Gandhi whg rather follows Tol-
stoi. That it requires courage to he
a Conrmunist in India is evident when
the reactionary strength of the British
Raj, the Mohammedan landlords, and

the caste system is properly wauged. g
But the Congress is a mercurial party

which so
a critical

agglomeration
melts  away at

British Rule.

We are apt to talk of the great
things Britain has done for India;
but in reality we have done these
things for ourselves, reaping much

where we have sown little. We for-
aget that our pouring of Lancashire
cloth into Tundia in .the past century

‘has silenced thonsands of looms up
and down India and left the hard
workers paupcerised and under-

nourished. We point to the wonder-
ful railways with which we have cov-
ered India, but it is to be remembered
that the B, and N.W. railway, for in-
stance, has paid 13 per cent. dividends
to Rothschilds for years (the late
King George was a considerable
stockholder). The great industrial
concerns are still mostly in  British
hands for Britain’s profit, while areas
of 40 by -Go miles see one and a half
million Tndians  struggling for suh-
sistence, cultivating to the very doors
and walls of their miserable honses.
The Constitutional Position.

The 1919 Act set a fixed ratio of

Indians to Britains in the civil ser-

vice and created Legislative Councilsses

Yet, in reality, it gave no power—any
Act could be overruled bv the Central
Government, and native Ministers had
no powers of direction over British
district officers. A native’s only re-
dress was through the I.C.S,, and this
was a British clique,

The new Act, though it fixes still a
great gulf between the new position
and dominion status, yet represents a
considerable advance upon thirty
years ago. The Provincial Legisla-
tures are separatéd from the centre—
their legislation may stand, The
Governors can select only the Pre-
mier, who may sclect his own Cabinet
and be responsible to the I.egislature.
The district officers are uuder the
Ministers, The new Act represents
provincial gain and at the same time
a loss for the princes who join. But
there is strong pressure of national
opinion which may cause them to join
the Federation.

The Recent Elections.

Of the eleven provinces six returned
National Congress majorities, five re-
turned Unionist majorities, The Con-
gress was divided in opinion about
taking office, but decided not to take
office unless the ‘Governors promised
not to use their reserve powers. For,
under this new Act, the Governor, if
he deems the situation to be critical,
can rule by decree, veto legislation,
or certify—that is, give the force of
law to legislation of the Government

which has been reiected by the Legis-

lature. The new Viceroy has already
done this in the case of the Salt Tax
and other Acts—which is not wvery
democratic! The Governors have
thus been forced, in six provinces, to
appoint minority Unionist Govern-
ments. Yet a Congress-Raj agree-
ment is not impossible, even now.
The new Act has - divided Indians,
whereas the 1970 Act united all
Indians—in opposition! To-day cven
the Congress has its diehard Nation-
alists, its opportunists, and its consti-
tutionalists.

To the Editor.

Sir,—May I make a few comments
upon the PPeace Group which, il lack-
ing in its members’ sensationalism, at
least possess, 1 think, a certain
amount of reason. Je it understood
that I do not wish to criticise the
individual members of the Peace
Group (hereinafter called the M.P.G.).

I cast no aspersions on their sin-
cerity, courage, honesty, etc., but only
on their sanity-——or, rather, want of it.
The - criticisms  which  follow are
directed mainly against the shibboleth

adopted by some of the members:
“We will not fight in any circuni-
stances,”

1. The M.P.G. profess to he the

ouly true pacifists at the University.
Pacifist is, by derivation and by cor
rect usage, the word denoting a peace-
maleer and, in relation to international
affairs, deunotes one who strives to
bring about or preserve peace he-
tween the nations,  All who seck this
end are entitled to be called pacifists
—not only the M.P.G,, wliose methods
must eventually defeat their end.

2. The M.P.G. emphasise the pre-
eminence and the urgency of the war
problem above all other prablems. In
fact, this is a secondary, not a pri-
mary, problem, Eliminate war and
vou will be doing very little to ame-
liorate the social and economic con-
ditions of mankind in general.  Tm-
nrove thiese conditions and vau will
he doing a great deal towards eliminat-
ing war.

3. The M.P.G, insist that theirs is
the only attitude to the war problem
which is consistent with Christianity.
The objection to this is twofold.
First, Christ deliberately left this
question, like most of the major social
and political problems confronting the
world, open; all He demanded was
that men should face such problems,
sincerely strive to solve them, and
refuse to be turned aside by conside-
rations of mere expediency. Sccondly,
this attitude reveals an cutirely un-
Christian  complacency towards—or,
at most, hut a mild protest against-—
the forces of evil.

4. A refusal to fight in any circum-
stances is impracticable as a peace
policy for, inter alia, the following
reasous: First, it can never conunend
itself to those who think rationally
upon the subject of peace and war,
Secondly, the moral right to fight in
certain circumstances 1s so widely
recogniscd that a departure from this
peace policy will not discredit the
renegade.,  Thirdly, apart from such
social disfavor, there is no way of
punishing a renegade. Ifourthly, a
pledge not to defend one’s country
will be an attraction for a potential
invader. Fifthly, submission to such
an invader and to the terms he im-
poses must breed discontent and ani-
mosity in the minds of descendants of
thosc who submit and must lead ulti-
mately to civil war. . .

5. S0 far-reaching z policy is quite
unnecessary. A refusal to fight for
an aggressor is more likely to win
uwniversal support; departure from this
policy will incur the moral sanction
of social -disfavor, and probably the
physical sanction of united opposition
to such aggression; potential invaders
will not be attracted to any country;
discontent and animosity will not be
kindled; and since without aggression
there can be no war, perpetual peace
will be more easily, more practicable,
and more honorably attained.
