This - dynamic addrees was
given by Dr. . Wyeth, of the
Queensland Education  Dept.

Dr. Wyeth' condemned - the'

studying of the classics just
for the sake of these subjects
—this being’ plain fauey. The
mere knowledge of subjects
does not ‘mean: anything—-
there is mno such thing as
mental transfer of training,

Dr, Wyeth asked: “How
much Democmcy is there in
schools?” ~ and . commented

that all have yet to experi-
ence Democracy. Our ' educa-
tion svstem prepares us for
Democracy - "by  totalitarian
mathods—students are dressed
in ‘uniforms looking like sau-
sages and’ behaving lke sol-

dent Unions, to make full use

- of propaganda, and as an ini-

tial step to insist on a voice
on the mighty University
Councils.

In answer to questions, Dr,
Wyeth said: The only disci-
pline should be that self-im-
posed. He thought that self-
government in schools could
gtart with the 11 or 12 years
of age, The curriculum should
be chosen by the child with
the aid of advisers.
