It is interesting to learn that this smash-hit comedy was written
by Philip King in a remote English village. For some inexplicable
reason he made his characters authentic by naming them after actual
inhabitants of the town. When news of what had happened ultimately
reached the village folk, there was an immediate outcry. Mr. King was
given five days in which to rename his nine characters.

She came to Aus-
tralia for a holiday, but as

many theatre engagements
came her way, she remained,
and became the wife of Jack Gibson, well-known Sydney cartoonist. A woman
of many interests, she is an accomplished sculptress and her theatrical masks are
collectors’ items.
