The feour principal subdivisions Balarux, Nagernuk, Tondarup
and Didsruk are found throughout a wide area of the Southwest,
and obtain not only in the districts where maternal descent pre-
vails, but aiso in those where deseent is agnatic, Various
meanings have been attached to these four names, by Grey, loore
and others. The subdivisional name Baslaruk (Wordungmat div.) _
was szid to have been derived from balauera, a species of §§§§§£§“‘
now extinet, but this eguivalent obtained only in the rerth
and Guildfeord district: and the subdivisional name Balaruk
extends throughout the whole of the area where the primary
divisions are segmented. Bardit, Dobolit and other Bridgetown
netives stated that certain heavily timbered sreas in the Black-
wood districts were the borungmr of the Balaruc seection of the
Wordungmat division. From certain of these tress, spears and
miros were made, the Balaruk only having the power to0 cut down
such trees. Certain gug trees, from which a species of manna
exudes, were alseo the bofungur of the Balaruk, who were generally
ealled balargum borungur (tree "elder brother®). The dangail
(manm) is the borungur of several Balaruk living within the Zum-
timbered areas.

ﬂgggzﬁﬁﬁrggﬁgzigoisaﬁﬁéggd to have been derived from KNagarn,

a little fish, but this dialectic term was ounly used in the

Perth, Fremantle and Hoekingham districts, the same species of
little fish being called dida and wimat in the Pinjarra, Bun-
" bury and Busselton distriets.

Jopdarup (Manitchmat division) may have originsged from
dondurn (fishhawk), or dornda (fair, light coloured). All tryue
Tondarup are fair or light coloured in comparison with Ballgruk
and Kagarnuk.

Didaruk may have received its derivation from didar = sea, or
didar, a speecies of spearwood, the latter term prevailing in the
Bridgetown and Colilie distriets. Dider - sea - is found in the
dialectz of Augusta, busselton and Bunbury, and didarup - gimlet

woed, prebails in the southera district.



The further segmentations of the primary divisjions are
local, are confined to certain narrow areas, and are applied
to the imhabitants in relation to some peculiar feature or
quality possessed by them, or from sceme local circumstance.
In the Vietoria distriet (Kew Norcia) the term Jirdajuk re-
placed llagarnuk. As most of the dwellers in this area were
jerdvorungur (bird totem) the borungur having becsn given thenm
by those two ancestors named Jirgabi and Binjeri, the name may
have taken its rise from this circuadstance.
j;ini jméhis was the aliternative title used towards aund by
Nagarnuk living ia the Zinjarra, Bunbury and Eusselion areas,
and in all the districits where Nagarnuks from those arees
entered through marriagé, the same term was applied ¢+ Nagarnuk
or wWejuk. A Hsgarnuk in gll these places was liejuk and wej

They ars credited with having/changer themselves into
emus at will and entsring a flock of these birds can kill as
many as they lixe, Fagarnuk or Wejuk have penetrated through
marriage to Gingin and Dandaraga. Bast of these districts,
Jirdajuk takes tlie place of Hagarnuk, ) -
lgusunvuk was the term apglied to a stunted, low, dark type of
Balaruk living in the Gingie, Perth, Pinjarra and Bunbury districts,
Butijkum or Kutijbunx - Baburgurt (Capel), Dungunit (Busselion)
and Warrurt (Augusta) stated that Kutijkum were wordungmat who
lived at one time near Kwirijinup (Cape Lesuwin) and all these
natives mentioned a legend concerning a native called Kutijkum
who in demma gumbar times came to Kwirijimup and on his arrival
there arranged the subdivisions af the primary divisions, and
also regulated the descent. d#arurt called himself Ballsruk
Kutijkum because he came fromt he district north of Kwirijinup.
A possible meaning for this term may arise tarough the change
of descent taking place scmewhere in the vieinity, ag there is
a certain word used in the Southwestern dials ets for the
children of one mother, namely K Xkutajung {auté = bag or womb),
"foming from one womb"™, Katernal descent begins at the Donnelly

River and runs north along the coast as far as Wordungmat and



Manitchmat, and theirsubdivisions extend.

Guanuk was also applied to some Nagarnuk living in parts of the
Bunbuﬁy, Busselton and Augusta districts where there is an un-
usually heavy ennual rainfall.  The manner in which the Guanuk
obtained their special designation was stated by Balbuk (FPerth),
Joobaiteh (Guildford), Baburgurt (Capel), Dungunit (Busseiton),
and Hgilgi (Augusta) to be as follows :- A long time 8g0 an
old Wordungmsat named Ngsbinyung said to the ligagarnuk whom

he was visiting in the rainy season, "Gabal-gabal glan homing"
(Rain, rain always falling and beating). I will call you
Guanuk,m

Idslyuk Idal means feather. Some short, thickly built Balaruk
in the Busselton and Augusta districtsswere called Idalyuk,

but the reason for such designation was not obtained.

There are the:names of various places or "eamps" in the Capel
district where the Doonan wongee was spoken; outside of these

places the dialeet was not known, @xeept a few wordis.

Baaburgurt, the only living kalda borungur (19u0) was the only
person who knew and could speak the Doonan wong'gi, but he could

£ive no information respecting this dialect. It had no affinity
with dialeets north, south, or east, of those places where it was
spoken, and it was also a dialect over which many fights oceurred.
The natives are extremely sensitive to ridicule, ana the contemptuous

migfprgnunclation of a Dunan word was generally provocative to
a fight.
